Penguin Monarchs series covers each of the Tudor monarchs. Each book is fairly
short but written by well-known academic historians. Most of the books are
available in paperback.

Thomas Penn’s ‘The Winter King’ tells the story of Henry VII.

David Starkey ‘Elizabeth: The Struggle for the Throne’ particularly explores the
often overlooked early years of Elizabeth.

Anna Whitelock ‘Mary Tudor: England’s First Queen’ tells the story of Henry VIII's
oldest child, often known as Bloody Mary.

Films and documentaries

Wolf Hall, the BBC’s dramatization of Mantel’s book

Elizabeth (1998) and Elizabeth I: the Golden Age (2007) two movies starring Cate
Blanchett which tell the incredible story of Queen Elizabeth I.

Mary Queen of Scots (2018) which tells the story of the famous rivalry between
Mary Queen of Scots and Elizabeth I.

A Man for All Seasons (1966) is an old classic, telling the story of Sir Thomas More,
friend of Henry VIII who died for his religious beliefs.

Henry VIII: Mind of a Tyrant is a documentary by famous historian, David Starkey.
He has made many TV programmes on all of the Tudors, including one about the
Six Wives of Henry VIII.
